Incoming Transfer Students

The chart below shows the number of students by gender in our transfer cohorts from fall 2014 through
fall 2018. On average sixty-eight percent are women and thirty-two percent are men.
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The chart below shows the number of transfer students in our cohorts by age, less than 25 years of age
and 25 years and older from fall 2014 through fall 2018. On average fifty-five percent are age 25 and
older and forty-five percent are less than 25 years of age.
