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The Registrar’s Office typically orders 9,000 sheets of transcript paper per fiscal year. During the fiscal year of this budget request, there is likely to be a change of course numbering for the Common Core, at least. I believe that this course numbering change will continue to expand throughout our course catalog. We utilize a 3-alpha (sometimes 4), 3-digit (always) course numbering system. This will be mandated to a 4-alpha, 4-digit system. This means that a student’s transcript will reflect 2 different numbering systems that will need explanation on the transcript key. This will be an unfunded state mandate.
[bookmark: _GoBack]This year we will reduce our transcript paper order to 6,000 sheets in anticipation of this change, hoping to minimize waste. However, we do not know when the change will occur and I’m requesting additional $1,000 to ensure that we can have accurate transcript paper when the numbering changes are finalized and mandated.
